George Finch Eagle Scout Memorial Fund — Application Process

4) The Life Scout must notify the Troop Treasurer that the project is completed and has obtained
the final approval signatures in order to begin the reimbursement process.

5) A detailed letter thanking Mrs. Donna Finch will be written and reviewed by the candidate's
Scoutmaster. Once the letter is reviewed and approved by the Scoutmaster the mailing address
